Away teamsrecord is always listed first. Indy is3-6-0 ATS (first set of numbers) and also 3-6-0 OU (second set of
numbers) playing at NE during the past ten seasons. Their average score is 16-26.3, losing by an average of 10.3
points per game when playing at NE. That's a difference of 6.8 pointsin favor of NE. They win by an average of
10.3 points per game and the line is currently 3.5. Remember, anything at seven or higher creates historical value
for that team when the sampleis at least five games. You might say teams change and you can't rely on this but
1’11 tell you these teams win at a 56% clip so you better have good reason to play against this, even though it repre-
sents team trends and not league wide trends.

BUFFALO -6 Miami 30.5

For the second week in arow, Miami actually out gained their opponent from a yards per play
point, but lost the game. Miami out gained NE last week 4.1yppl to 3.5yppl and out yarded
them 295 yards to 204 yards. NE scored three touchdowns and a field goa and all of those



drives were shorter than 50 yards. No question the Miami offense puts their defense in terrible
spots because of turnovers or their lack of ability to move the ball downfield. What has to be
noticed, however, is their defense continues to play outstanding ball. They are now alowing
just 3.9ypr against 4.2ypr, 4.1yps against 6.1yps and 4.0yppl against 5.2yppl. That defense
should have no problem stopping an anemic Buffalo offense, which is averaging just 3.5ypr
against 3.9ypr, 5.4yps against 6.2yps and 4.5yppl against 5.1yppl overall. Based on those num
bers, they suggest Buffalo should gain closer to around 3.5yppl. If Buffalo averages those types
of numbers, it will be very difficult for them to cover this number. It's ailmost just as hard to be-
lieve Miami will be able to move the ball in this game with their poor offense, which is averag
ing just 3.9yppl against 5.3yppl. While the Buffalo defense is above average, they are not quite
as good as it might have appeared at the beginning of the year or compared to last year’s num
bers. Buffalo is allowing just 3.5ypr against 4.2ypr but they are allowing 6.7yps against 6.5yps
and 5.3yppl against 5.5yppl overal. Those numbers suggest Miami should again win the yards
per play battle and if they can avoid the big turnover in this game, they stand an excellent
chance to win the game straight up. Miami also stands a good chance to win the turnover battle
as they qualify in my turnover table, which is 1279-1063-65 and a subset, which is 793-613-36.
They also qualify in a contrary situation, which is 308-224-11 and a similar contrary situation,
which is 171-115-4. Final numbers before accounting for the situations, favor Buffalo by seven
and five points and the final total is projected at around only 14 points.

SF had a great come from behind win last week (that | am grateful for) but they suffered more injuries again last
week by losing Julian Peterson for the season. They continue to lose depth, especially on their defense, which is
also starting to catch up with them. Their passing defense continues to get weaker and weaker each week and last
week they allowed Arizonato throw for 6.0yps. Arizona came into that game averaging just 5.0yps against 6.2yps
so SF did nothing to stop their anemic passing unit. That spellstrouble here against a Jets offense that is averaging
4.4ypr against 4.0ypr, 7.0yps against 6.0yps and 5.7yppl against 5.1yppl. SF is now allowing just 5.1yppl against
5.3yppl thanks in part to a stout rush defense allowing just 3.5ypr against 4.3ypr but their pass defenseis allowing
6.7yps against 6.2yps and should be exploited again this week by Chad Pennington. Going the other way there is
hope for a below average SF offense, which is averaging just 4.9yppl against 5.4yppl because they are playing a
below Jets defense, which is allowing 5.3yppl against 4.7yppl.

They'll face just an average
NE defense, which is allowing 4.2ypr against 3.6ypr, 5.4yps against 5.8yps and 4.8yppl against 4.8yppl. | suspect
Mike Holmgren to have his offense in high gear and it is sophisticated enough to be able to move the ball against
an average NE defense. The Seattle defense is above average overall, allowing just 4.7yppl against 5.3yppl and
they’ Il face a NE offense, which is above average, gaining 5.7yppl against 5.2yppl.

| had Carolina last week and have to feel pretty lucky getting the cover with them. Denver ran
all over Carolinalast week, averaging 5.7ypr and only alowing Carolina to average 2.5ypr. The
Panthers lost another running back last week with Foster but should get Stephen Davis back this
week to help. Carolinais also losing people left and right on defense and the injuries are start-
ing to catch up with them. This is no time to be hurting on defense, facing a Philly offense,
coming off a bye, and averaging 4.6ypr against 4.2ypr, 7.3yps against 6.6yps and 6.2yppl
against 5.6yppl. Meanwhile, the Carolina defense, which alowed Denver 6.5yppl last week is
now alowing 5.1yppl against 5.4yppl, which is still above average but you can see the ship
gtarting to sink. The Carolina offense is once again struggling to run the ball and that might im-
prove this week with Davis back. They are averaging just 3.6ypr against 4.1ypr but are throw-
ing the ball extremely well, averaging 6.7yps against 6.3yps and 5.4yppl against 5.3yppl over-
al. They will face a Philly defense, which is allowing 4.9ypr against 4.4ypr but just 5.1yps
against 6.5yps and 5.1yppl against 5.6yppl overal.

For the first time since week one against the Jets, Cincinnati will face a below average defense.
Combined with a bye week to help prepare Carson Pamer and a poor defense in the Browns,
Cincinnati stands a good chance to repeat their week one offensive performance. Cincinnati av-
eraged 6.3yppl (scored 24 points) in that game against a Jets defense allowing 5.3yppl against
4.7yppl and this week they face a Browns defense allowing 5.6yppl against 5.1yppl. Since week



one, Cincinnati has had to face Baltimore (4.4yppl against 4.7yppl), Miami (4.0yppl against
5.2yppl) and Pittsburgh (4.5yppl against 4.7yppl). For the first time in four games, they will
face a defense that doesn’'t appear capable of challenging their offense. The Bengals offense,
even against those tougher defenses, is still above average, gaining 4.6yppl against 4.5yppl. Go-
ing the other way, Cleveland also stands a chance to finally break out. The Browns are averag
ing just 4.7yppl against 4.8yppl but their offense is starting to play better, gaining 5.0yppl and
5.2yppl over the last two weeks against defenses allowing just 4.3yppl and 4.5yppl. Now, they
get a Cincinnati defense, which is alowing 5.2ypr against 3.9ypr, 6.2yps against 5.7yps and
5.7yppl against 4.8yppl. Cleveland is rushing the ball well, averaging 4.1ypr against 3.8ypr and
they face a poor Bengals rush defense, alowing 5.2ypr against 3.9ypr. That sets Cleveland up
in a fundamental rushing situation, which is 538-415-33, including a subset, which is 245-144-
13. But, Cleveland’s poor defensive effort last week sets them up in a negative situation, which
is177-107-11 (including 5-1 TY). Cincinnati also qualifiesin similar contrary situations, which
are 308-224-11 and 171-115-4 (if they are getting three or more points). They also qudify in
my turnover table system, which § 1279-1063-65 and a subset, which is 793-613-36. Fina
numbers suggest Cleveland by nine and seven points before accounting for the situations.

They have now lost al three home games this year and this week
take on a Lions team that looks like they are taking the next step and aways plays Green Bay
tough here. The GB defense has huge holes in it that is alowing 5.0ypr against 4.5ypr, 7.4yps
against 6.4yps and 6.2yppl against 5.5yppl. While those numbers are not good, it has to be
noted just how bad the Lions offenseis. They are currently averaging just 3.4ypr against 4.1ypr,
5.3yps against 6.1yps and 4.4yppl against 5.3yppl.

You have to be careful not to over
react to last weeks games or the games played so far this season. Detroit has been out averaged
in EVERY game this year and that happened again last week, gaining just 3.8yppl and allowing
Atlanta 4.4yppl. Their saving grace, as it has been in every victory this year, was a +4 in turn
over margin. For GB, they actually out averaged Tennessee last week, 6.9yppl to 6.4yppl but
were an amazing —6 in turnover margin. Now, GB out averaged Tennessee because they passed



the ball 52 times (25 more than Tennessee), but no team is going to win a game when they are—
6 in turnover margin and not many teams are going to lose a game they are +4 in turnover mar-
gin. Detroit, as previousy mentioned, has been out gained in every game this year, but are 3-0
when they win the turnover battle and 0-1 when they don’'t win the turnover battle. They don’t
stand a good chance to win that turnover battle this week, as GB qualifies in my turnover table
system, which is 1279-1063-65 and a subset, which is 793-613-36. If the Pack becomes an unt
derdog of +3 or more, they would qualify in a contrary situation, which is 113-62-5. Final num
bers greatly favor Detroit by 15 and nine points, but those numbers assume the turnovers will
continue, which | doubt they will based on the turnover system GB qualifiesin. GB is just 1-9
ats at Detroit over the last 10 visits but they have been favored by —5.5 or more in seven of
those games.

This game stands a good chance to be a downright ugly, boring football game, much like most Washington and
Chicago football games are these days. The Chicago offense is well below average, gaining just 5.1yppl against
5.7yppl and they face a stiff Washington defense, that is allowing just 4.3yppl against 5.2yppl. Going the other
way, it's more of the same, with the Washington offense averaging just 4.3yppl against 5.1yppl and the Chicago
defense allowing just 5.7yppl against 5.8yppl. | have situations favoring both teams here as Washington qualifies
in my turnover table system and Chicago qualifies in my power rating system, which suggests they are due to
bounce back after their last game performance. Final numbers favor Chicago by seven and 3.5 points. Final total
suggest only 28 points being scored.

Houston suffered a tough loss last week against Minnesota but they should be able to bounce
back this week against a bad Tennessee team. Don't let Tennessee’s Monday night performance
fool you. The Titans were out averaged in that game, 6.4yppl to 6.9yppl (partly due to 25 more
GB passes) and won the turnover margin by +6. Gain +6 more turnovers in a game and you
stand a good chance to route the opposing team. Laying this many points in a game with as bad
a defense as Tennessee is asking for trouble. The Titans are allowing 5.2ypr against 3.9ypr,
6.6yps against 6.3yps and 6.1yppl against 5.3yppl. They’ll face a Houston offense that is finally
growing up. The Titans are now averaging 3.6ypr against 3.9ypr, 7.8yps against 6.7yps and
5.9yppl against 5.5yppl. The Tennessee offense has not performed as well as they would have
liked to this point in the season, but they did average 6.4yppl last week against a poor GB de-



fense and should be able to do more of the same against a poor Houston defense, which is a-
lowing 4.8ypr against 4.4ypr, 6.7yps against 6.4yps and 5.9yppl against 5.5yppl. For Tennessee
they are averaging 4.9ypr against 4.1ypr, 5.2yps against 6.3yps and just 5.0yppl against 5.3yppl.
Again, however, | expect the Tennessee offense to start playing more like the version we saw
last week. And, if you take out the SD game, when McNair didn’'t play, Tennessee is averaging
5.3yppl. Houston qualifies in a contrary situation, which is 113-62-5 and they also qualify as a
turnover table system play, which is 1279-1063-65 and a subset, which is 793-613-36. They
also qudify in a system, which plays on dogs getting plenty of points in an expected high scor-
ing game, which is 125-57-5.

Figuring that doesn’t happen again, Atlanta
stands a good chance to win this game this week. They’ |l take on a surprising SD team who is moving the ball and
playing good enough defense to keep their surprising offense in the game. SD is averaging 4.7ypr against 4.3y pr,
6.7yps against 6.3yps and 5.7yppl against 5.4yppl. They’ll face a good Atlanta defense, which is alowing just
3.0ypr against 3.9ypr, 5.9yps against 5.9yps and 4.8yppl against 5.1yppl. Going the other way, Atlanta has been
about average on offense this year, gaining 4.8ypr against 4.3ypr, 5.8yps against 6.4yps and 5.3yppl against
5.4yppl. They'll face a SD defense, which is average, alowing 3.5ypr against 4.1ypr, 6.5yps against 6.4yps and
5.4yppl against 5.4yppl. All good things must come to an end, however, and SD qualifies in a letdown situation,
after scoring 34 and 38 pointsin their last two games. That situation, which plays against SD, is 82-46-5. Atlanta,
meanwhile, off their upset loss, stands a good chance to bounce back as they qualify in a bounce back situation,
which is 125-70-4. Final numbers favor Atlanta by just one point and a pick ‘em in this game. But, as | have said
before, | trust the situations much more than the numbers.

Jacksonville is starting to come back to earth after their 3-0 start. They won all three of those
games in close fashion and all three could have gone either way. Last week, they were down O-
21 before they knew what hit them. It doesn’t get any easier this week against a Kansas City
team hungry for a win and coming off an upset win over Baltimore and a bye. The KC offense
has been below average for what they expect so far this season, gaining just 4.7ypr against
4.1ypr, 5.5yps against 5.9yps and 5.1yppl against 5.0yppl. They hope to get their passing attack
under way this week with the return of Eddie Kennison to the lineup. But, it won't be easy
against a Jacksonville defense, which is till pretty good, despite getting lit up last week for
6.2yppl against SD. Jacksonville is alowing just 3.9ypr against 4.3ypr, 6.3yps against 6.4yps
and 5.0yppl against 5.4yppl. Jacksonville was able to hold a solid Colts offense (averaging
6.2yppl) to just 5.6yppl so they should be able to contain a KC offense here. For Jacksonville,



their offense has not been good, gaining just 3.8ypr against 4.0ypr, 5.5yps against 5.9yps and
5.0yppl against 5.5yppl. While KC is alowing 28 points per game against teams averaging just
20 points per game, much of that is because of turnovers and poor field position. KC is actually
alowing just 5.5yppl against 5.3yppl, so while they are below average defensively, it is not as
bad as some might make it out to be. Jacksonville qualifies in my turnover table system, which
is 1279-1063-65 and a subset, which is 793-613-36. Final numbers favor Jacksonville by nine
points and a pick ‘em.

While | leaned towards the Giants last week, | certainly expected the Cowboys to play a better
game than they did. Dallas allowed 4.8ypr, 5.9yps and 5.4yppl. But, more importantly against a
below average Giants defense, they gained just 4.9yppl and 4.1yps. Part of the low yppl total
can be chalked up to Dallas running the ball 30 times last game to only 27 pass attempts. They
did rush for 5.5ypr, but the run heavy game plan couldn’t overcome their poor defensive per-
formance. The Dallas offense is still well above average, gaining 4.1ypr against 3.9ypr, 7.0yps
against 6.5yps and 5.8yppl against 5.3ypppl. They’ll face a good Pittsburgh defense, alowing
just 3.7ypr against 4.0ypr, 5.2yps against 5.1yps and 4.5yppl against 4.7yppl. Going the other
way, Pittsburgh is slightly above average overall, gaining 5.1yppl against 4.9yppl but they are
throwing the ball extremely well, averaging 6.9yps against 6.0yps. Their rush first (58% of the
time) offense keeps their overall offensive numbers down, even though their passing game is
playing extremely well right now. They’ll face a Dallas defense, which is dightly below aver-
age overal, alowing 5.5yppl against 5.3yppl, but just 6.1yps against 6.2yps and 4.7ypr against
4.2ypr. Dallas qualifies in a bounce back situation this week, which is 125-70-4 and they qual-
ify as a turnover table system play, which is 1279-1063-65 and a subset, which is 793-613-36.
Final numbers favor Pittsburgh by one point and five points but they largely reflect the turnover
difference between the two teams and those are expected to go the other way in this game, evi-
denced by the turnover situation Dallas qualifies in. Fina total projects to 48 points in this
game. | went over with Dallas last week and lost by two points.

Denver playing very well right now but they will face a very stiff test against an underrated
Oakland team this week. The Raiders are averaging 4.6ypr against 4.1ypr, 6.2yps against 6.1yps
and 5.6yppl against 5.2yppl. They’ll face a good Denver defense, which is allowing just 3.8ypr
against 4.1ypr, 5.4yps against 6.0yps and 4.6yppl against 5.2yppl. Oakland's offensive output
should be just below average based on those numbers. Going the other way, the Denver offense
has played well, averaging 4.1ypr against 4.1ypr, 6.6yps against 6.2yps, 5.4yppl against



5.1yppl. They’ll face an underrated Oakland defense that held Indianapolis to just 5.0yppl last
week and 3.6ypr against 3.8ypr, 7.0yps against 6.8yps and 5.2yppl against 5.4yppl overal this
season. While the Denver offense is playing above average this year, they have struggled on the
road, albeit against good defenses, averaging just 4.8yppl against Jacksonville and 3.8yppl
against Tampa Bay.
