Hopefully this year will be just as profitable as the last two
years, which created regular season records of 59-43 58% in 2002 and 58-45 56% in 2003. Last year, al anaysis
on these pages went 140-116-9 55%. My research sets us up each week to be as profitable as possible. That should
continue again thisyear, although, we all know there are no guarantees.

The most important thing you can do for yourself this year isto establish a plan before the season and stay commit-
ted to it throughout the entire season. | never know when | am going to win or lose, only that | stand an excellent
chance of winning at the end of the season. Two years ago, when | won 58% of my best bets, | was only 20-23 —
17.30% heading into week 11. | had felt we had lost some close games and most people following me were saying
all the work | put into my research was a waste of time. Only seven weeks later, they had changed their opinion
after | had gone 39-20 66% to finish the season on an amazing run. The research had paid off and those that stayed
true to their plan were rewarded.

Last year | started off extremely hot, going 42-27-5 +32.40% headed into week 13. | had explained for a few
weeks that that type of runisnot likely to continue. And, itdidn’t, as | went 16-18 the final five weeks, including a
miserable 1-5 during the last week of the regular season. When | was warning people that this might not continue
some people were saying it would and | cautioned you have to be both lucky and good to win over 60% of your
betsin a season.

The bottom line is this. Create a plan and stick to the plan with confidence. | will give you all the numbers you
need to create awinning plan. The last two years of data regarding my record are most important because they rep-
resent my record after an extensive research of my database two summers ago. Those past two seasons have cre-
ated an average of 12.3 units won per season. | expect to be right around that again this year, probably between 8
units and 16 units won. With an average of 3% wagered on each selection, | should win around 24% to 48% of my
bankroll on the NFL this season. Respect your bankroll and play it accordingly so you don’'t get tapped out if we
get off to arocky start. And, if we jump out again like last year, continue to stick to your plan and don’t increase
your wagers because you think thisis going to continue.

My goal each year is to win 55% of my bets and make 20+% each year. If | do that, | am a happy camper. Plays
will be rated 3%, 4% and possibly 5% if | find one during the season. Let’s get the season underway. The first
week will be just my analysis, asyou have become used to over the previous nine seasons. Asthe year develops, |
hope to create these pages into a newsletter type that will provide you with the same stats | look at each week,
along with many other items to make you a successful NFL bettor this season. As always, feel free to ask questions
along the way. Just remember | am a one- man operation and it may take as long as 24 hours for me to respond
back to you.

| am adding one other item this year. Under each game listed you will see an average score for the teams that are
playing listed. This average represents the average score between these two teams playing at this site over the past
ten seasons. | also will be listing the spread record and over/under record for these two teams at this site for the
past ten seasons. One hint is when we have a sample of at least five games and the average score is at least seven
points from today’ s line, playing on that team that it favors has been extremely profitable.

Away teams record is always listed first. Indy is3-6-0 ATS (first set of numbers) and also 3-6-0 OU (second set of
numbers) playing at NE during the past ten seasons. Their average score is 16-26.3, losing by an average of 10.3
points per game when playing at NE. That's a difference of 6.8 points in favor of NE. They win by an average of
10.3 points per game and the line is currently 3.5. Remember, anything at seven or higher creates historical value
for that team when the sample is at least five games. Y ou might say teams change and you can't rely on this but
I’11 tell you these teams win at a 56% clip so you better have good reason to play against this, even though it repre-
sents team trends and not |eague wide trends.

Indy throws the ball best, averaging 7.1 yps last year against teams allowing 5.9 yps but NE defends the pass ex
tremely well, allowing just 5.0 yps against 5.8 yps last year. The Indy pass defense was above average last year,
alowing just 5.9 yps against 6.0 yps but it was their run defense, in their cover two scheme, that allowed 4.5 ypr
against 4.0 ypr that let them down. It remains to be seen if NE can take advantage of that or not, averaging just 3.4
ypr against 4.0 ypr last year. With Corey Dillon now running, they might be able to take advantage of that but time
will only tell. Yes, the new pass rules might hinder NE but I’'m not into guessing. We'll have to see how that all
playsout before | actually start forming opinions on the new pass rules. Indy does qualify in aweek one situation,
which is 62-27-1 but NE qualifies in a week one situation, which is 75-39-3, including subsets which are 57-25-2
and 38-6. Past history also sides with NE in this series and until | see otherwise, I'll take the better defense, with
the stronger trends and series history behind them at home. This game might be higher scoring than they think,
with both teams favoring the pass. My projected numbers indicate about 50 points being scored and the past his-
tory here suggests about 42.3 points. I'll lean with the over as well. Indy faced four above average offenses last
year and allowed a median of 31.5 points. The NE offense was just below average so | will downgrade that average
slightly but still predict them to score around 27 points.

| find it extremely hard to see how Miami will be able to compete with superior teams this year. Miami was
thought to have a solid running game last year but that couldn’t have been farther from the truth. They averaged
114 yards rushing per game against teams allowing 114 yards rushing, which makes them average and averaged
just 3.8 ypr against teams allowing 3.9 ypr, which makes them slightly below average. Now, with Ricky Williams
gone and no replacement in sight to carry the load (I doubt Lamar Gordon will make that big of a difference this
quick), their below average rushing game only getsworse. Their passing game was actually above average last sea
son, averaging 5.8 yps against 5.7 yps. That part of their game will probably continue to be about the same with
Chambers and the recently acquired Marty Booker lining up for them. And they may find some holes in the Ten-
nessee secondary, which allowed 6.2 yps against 5.9 yps last season. The other false theory regarding Miami is
their pass defense is good. They allowed 5.8 yps last season against teams averaging 5.8 yps, which makes them
average. That will not be good enough against a Titans passing attack, which averaged 7.4 yps against 6.0 yps last
season. Y es, the Miami rush defenseis solid and yes, Tennessee' s rushing attack was not good, but | believe it will
get much better this season with Chris Brown doing the running for Tennessee. The value is gone in this game with
everybody righting Miami off for the season, but as| have said in the past, situations mean more than value, when
it comes to handicapping the NFL. The average cover in the NFL is by about 10.7 points. So even though my over-
all numbers from last season, before adjusting to the off-season personnel changes, favors Miami by three points,
the situations in this game mean more than the value. That 10.7 average cover suggests Miami will either win by
about 7 points or Tennessee will win by about 13 points. Tennessee qualifiesin an early season situation based on
their play during preseason, which is 42-17-1 including 18-4-1 during the first week of the season. Past history
doesn’t mean much here because the sample sizeis too small and Tennessee did destroy Miami last season in Ten-
nessee, 31-7. Titans just have too much firepower for Miami and I’ [l take Jeff Fisher with afew monthsto prepare
against Dave Wandstedt any day of the week.

This is a very tough game for me to predict this early in the season. Pittsburgh was horrible last year running the
ball, averaging just 3.4 ypr against 4.3 ypr and their passing attack was below average as well, averaging just 5.7
yps against 5.8 yps. Mike Mularky is now gone and the Steelers are going back to running the ball more, as evi-
denced by their preseason games, where they committed to running the ball heavily. How that all plays out remains
to be seen but with Duce Staley in the lineup and their commitment to the run, but they should return to averaging
around 4.2 ypr or better. For Oakland, it can only get better after last season, where their defense allowed a horrible
5.6 yppl against 5.2 yppl, including 4.6 ypr against 4.4 ypr. With the additions of Warren Sapp and Ted Washing-
ton, that part of their defense should improve. The offense was also below average, gaining just 4.7 yppl against
5.1 yppl but Rich Gannon is back for the whole season, they hope, and Norv Turner puts his stamp on the offense,
which should make for immediate improvements. Pittsburgh brought back Dick LeBeau to run the defense and that
should continue to keep this defense at above average. They allowed just 4.9 yppl against 5.1 yppl last season. |

Another game with plenty of changesin personnel on both teams. Joe Gibbsisback and it’s great for all handicap-
pers to have him back. And | expect Washington to be better sooner rather than later but not necessarily this sea-
son. When Gibbs took over the Redskins back in 1981, he took over ateam that went just 6-10 the previous season
but had many .500 or better season previous to that 6-10 season so their personnel was at least average. In 1981 he
started out 0-5 so | wouldn’t expect anything too amazing right away from Gibbs. During the preseason, Washing-
ton didn’t look particularly good but Gibbs could have been sandbagging it as well, but | doubt it. The Redskins
offense was well below average last season, gaining just 4.7 yppl against 4.9 yppl but that should improve this sea
son with Clinton Portis at running back and Mark Brunell at quarterback. The offensive lineis still alarge question
mark, which might limit the success Portis has. On defense, Washington was a sieve, allowing 5.3 yppl against 5.0
yppl, including 6.3 ypsagainst 5.6 yps. That doesn’t bode well for ateam that gave up Champ Bailey to get Portis
and will now face agood passing attack from Tampa Bay. TB, despite their bad record last year, can still move the
ball, averaging 6.2 yps against 6.0 yps and 5.3 yppl against 5.2 yppl overall. With the addition of Charlie Garner,
Joey Galloway and Tim Brown, their offense should improve. On defense, they did lose John Lynch and Warren
Sapp but this defense is still a solid defense, which allowed just 4.7 yppl against 5.1 yppl last season and above
average against both, the run and the pass. | don’t expect Washington to have too much success against this de-
fense. TB destroyed Washington here last season, 35-13, and while it may not be as bad this time around, they
bring the better offense and defense to town, and are getting points. Add in the new coaching staff, which will
probably take a few weeks to bring everybody together, and the advantage is too strong for TB. TB qualifiesin a
week one situation, which is 62-27-1 and my final numbers from last season predict about a five point win for TB.
Too much value, the better team on offense and defense and situations favoring TB to not play them here.

The juryisstill out on how good Cleveland will be thisyear. I’ ve seen reports favoring both sides, and personally,
I think it will be closer to right down the middle. But, | don’t see this game favoring them this early in the season,
as they try and bring everybody together to start the season. Lee Suggs may not play in this game, which means
they will use William Green to get the bulk of the carries. Cleveland is going to more of a rushing attack this year
and has a new quarterback in Jeff Garcia, who has admitted he doesn’t feel he has had enough time to feel comfort-
able in the offense yet. They also drafted Kellen Winslow Jr who will greatly help this offense but again, may take
time to get on the same page with everybody else. The Cleveland offense should be better this year and that might
not be saying much because it was awful last year, averaging just 4.7 yppl against 5.1 yppl, including just 5.2 yps
against 5.8 yps. The defense, however, was better than most people think, allowing just 5.0 yppl against 5.1 yppl,
including just 5.3 yps against 5.9 yps. The problems came against the rush, allowing 4.6 ypr against 4.2 ypr, in-



cluding allowing Jamal Lewis to rush for 8 million yards in their game at Baltimore. And that doesn’t bode well
for them here as they face a Ravens offense that thrives on the rush, gaining 4.8 ypr against 4.3 ypr last year. Balti-
more’ s passing attack was terrible last year, gaining just 4.9 yps against 5.9 yps and, while it should get better this
year, | don't expect great things out of their passing attack this year. They will probably still be below average.
But, that's al right when you can run the ball like they can, and the defense looks to be even better this season.
They allowed just 4.2 yppl against 5.1 yppl last season, and were well above average against both, the run and the
pass. If Cleveland gets down early, it could be very tough to come back against this defense. | don’t have any situa-
tions favoring either team here. Past history suggest Baltimore is the side to play. My final numbers favor Balti-
more by about four points. With the Baltimore passing attack not figuring to do too much damage and both teams
propensity to run the ball against better than average defenses, this game might be best played to go under the total.
My numbers suggest about 33 points scored in this game. Both offenses are below average and both defenses are
above average.

While | like the direction they are going, it will be
tough for them to see significant improvement this season, playing against Houston (improved), Indianapolis and
Tennessee. Both team'’ s defenses were above average last year, with Jacksonville allowing just 4.8 yppl against 5.1
yppl and Buffalo allowing just 4.3 yppl ajainst 5.1 yppl. The Jacksonville offense was slightly above average,
gaining 5.2 yppl against 5.1 yppl and the Buffalo offense was downright miserable, gaining just 4.4 yppl against
5.0 yppl. That should improve this season with Mike Mularky, who always brings a creative offense and has prom
ised to rely more on the run this season. That’s something that Jacksonville already does and because of both teams
choice to run the ball and both defenses above average, the under is probably the best ook here. Jacksonville lost
badly to Buffalo last year, 17-38, but that was in week two when Buffalo actually had an offense. My numbers
suggest about 31 points in this game and Buffalo by about six points. | don’t have any situations, which favor &-
ther team so I’ lean with the under and aweaker opinion on Buffalo.

They finally made it to .500 last year with their 8-8 record but that will be much tougher to come by this season. |
actually have them projected to finish just 511 and in last place in their division. Why? All eight games on the
road are very likely to be losses and three of their home games could also be losses. That makes it tough to have
much success this season. It all starts with defense, and for Marvin Lewis and the Bengals, they have no defense.
Cincinnati allowed 5.6 yppl against 5.0 yppl last season and | don’t see it getting much better this season. If | asked
you how many above average offenses their defense faced last season, the answer would be five and six if you
count average offenses. Against those six teams, they allowed an average of 27.5 points per game, including 27.0
on the road against the only two good offenses they faced. They’ll face another one in this game against the Jets.
NY averaged 5.3 yppl against 4.9 yppl last season, including 6.3 yps against 5.7 yps and that doesn’t bode well
against a Cincinnati defense that allowed 6.3 yps against 5.6 yps | ast season. On the other side of the ball, it kind of
looks the same as the Cincinnati offense is very potent, averaging 5.1 yppl against 5.0 yppl last season, including
6.0 yps against 5.7 yps. For the Jets, they struggled on defense last season, with injuries, and allowed 5.2 yppl
against 4.9 yppl, including 6.2 yps against 5.7 yps. They are also faced with numerous injuries in the secondary
thisweek as well. The Jets qualify in two terrific week one situations, which are 75-39-3 and another one, which is
46-12-3. My final numbers suggest NY wins by about four points. The final total is suggested to be closer to about
45 points and with two above average offenses and two below average defenses, this game may fly over the total.
Jets have the better offense and defense and the situations favoring them are two strong situations, making them
the only play here. Throw in Carson Palmer’s first NFL start and on the road in NY, and that doesn't make it any
easier inthisgame.

But,
after watching Detroit’s defense give up numerous big plays during the preseason and knowing their defense d-
lowed 5.4 yppl against 5.3 yppl last season, including 6.5 yps against 6.0 yps, | started to think otherwise. Also,
knowing Chicago allowed just 5.0 yppl against 5.3 yppl last season, also made me start to rethink my position. The
better defense, at home, laying a short number. The Chicago offense wasn’t good last year, gaining just 4.3 yppl
against 5.3 yppl. With Marty Booker gone, it may take even longer to get their offense on track, although offensive
coordinator Terry Shea, who will install the same offense KC runs, stands a good chance of improving it sooner
rather than later. The Detroit offense, which should be much better this year with plenty of skill position players
now on the roster, only averaged 4.4 yppl against 5.1 yppl last season.

Well, | think we’ll find enough reasons
to buck that past history this week. | don't necessarily think the Eagles are a great team but their schedule plays
into their hands this year with most of their tough games coming at home. Philly averaged 5.3 yppl against 4.9 yppl
last year and that should improve this season with the addition of Owens at receiver. On defense, they were aver-
age, allowing 5.0 yppl against 5.0 yppl, but did allow 4.5 ypr against 4.1 ypr. Their defense might take a step back-
wards this season. They lost two key players in the secondary and although they signed Jevon Kearse, he needs to
stay healthy, and | don’t see hislight body helping against the rush. Having said that, Jim Johnson always seemsto
be able to develop pressure in his defensive schemes and he should do that again to keep the defense respectable
this season. For the Giants, they simply quit last year. The offense averaged only 4.7 yppl against 5.0 yppl but was
hurt dramatically when they lost Shockey for most of the second half of the season. The defense was respectable,
allowing 5.0 yppl against 5.0 yppl.

Dallas had a nice season last year, going 10-6 and making the playoffs for the first time in a while. But, their sea-
son was camouflaged by a weak schedule that only included three teams that were over .500 and four games
against those teams (Philadel phia twice). They went 2-2 in those games, winning the two home games, 23-21 and
24-20 and losing the two road games, 0-12 and 10-36. Throw in the playoff loss against Carolina, 10-29 and they
went 2-3 against better than .500 teams, 0-3 on the road, losing by an average of 19 points per game and allowing
almost 26 points per game. Their defense allowed 4.3 yppl against 4.9 yppl but again, the average team averages
5.1 yppl so the 4.9 yppl they faced means they faced an awful lost of poor offenses. On offense, Dallas averaged
4.9 yppl against 5.0 yppl and they should get some yards against a Minnesota defense that was horrible last season,
alowing 5.6 yppl against 5.0 yppl. But against offenses that are not used to playing in the dome, they allowed good
offenses like San Francisco and Denver just 7 and 20 points. Both offenses had severe injuries to starsin that game
and Denver did score late in the game to make their offensive output more respectable. They also allowed Seattle 7
points and KC just 20 points. None of these teams had played in the dome in recent years and Dallas will bein that
same situation this week. With an immobile quarterback like Testaverde and an offense, which is really average, |
don’t see them competing with the Vikings for four quarters. We haven’t even talked about the Vikings offense
yet.
